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UKRAINE'S ACCESSION TO THE EU CIVIL PROTECTION
MECHANISM: CHALLENGES AND OPPORTUNITIES

In October 2001, the European Commission established the EU Civil Protection
Mechanism (Mechanism). When an emergency overwhelms the response capabilities
of a country in Europe and beyond, it can request assistance through the Mechanism,
which aims to strengthen cooperation between the EU countries and 10 participating
states on civil protection to improve prevention, preparedness, and response to
disasters. The Commission plays a key role in coordinating disaster response
worldwide, contributing to at least 75% of the transport and/or operational costs of
deployments (European Commission).

Apart from EU member states, the Mechanism counts 10 participating nations
(Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Iceland, Moldova, Montenegro, North Macedonia,
Norway, Serbia, Turkey, and Ukraine).

Since its establishment in 2001, the EU Civil Protection Mechanism has fielded
over 700 requests for aid within and outside the EU (European Commission).

Moreover, the Mechanism plays a crucial role in coordinating disaster
preparedness and prevention efforts among national authorities, fostering the exchange
of best practices. This ongoing collaboration fosters the development of common
standards, enhancing teams' ability to comprehend different approaches and seamlessly
collaborate during crises.

In 2022, due to the full-scale invasion by the russian federation, Ukraine and the
EU intensified dialogue and work at all levels on Ukraine's full membership in the EU,
including European safety institutions and programs.

With the aim of coordinating the receipt of humanitarian aid from foreign

partners, 4 logistics hubs have been created by Union Civil Protection Mechanism for
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the storage and distribution of aid received for Ukraine in Rzeszow and Nisko
(Republic of Poland), Kosice (Slovak Republic) and Suceava (Romania). At present,
cooperation with foreign countries to receive humanitarian aid to meet the needs of the
units of the State Emergency Service is actively continuing. A mechanism for
coordination and transportation of international aid has been established.

The active joint work of the EU and Ukraine on the development of a legal
framework for joining the Union Civil Protection Mechanism unfolded, which was
intended not only to legislatively regulate the provision of assistance from the EU, but
also to create a strong partnership in this area.

On 20 April 2023, the Agreement between Ukraine, on the one part, and the
European Union, on the other part, on the participation of Ukraine in the Union Civil
Protection Mechanism was signed (The Agreement between Ukraine, 2023).

On 21 June 2023, SESU established an Office (working group) for cooperation
with the UCPM. The Action Plan for the Implementation of the EU-Ukraine
Agreement on Participation in UCPM was approved, and drafts of relevant regulations
have been developed. Work is continuing.

On 8 November 2023, the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine ratified the Agreement
between Ukraine, on the one part, and the European Union, on the other part, on the
participation of Ukraine in the Union Civil Protection Mechanism.

On 28 November 2023, the President of Ukraine signed the Law of Ukraine "On
Ratification of the Agreement between Ukraine, on the one part, and the European Union,
on the other part, on the participation of Ukraine in the Union Civil Protection Mechanism™
(3akon Ykpainu, 2023). On 14 December 2023, the Agreement entered into force.

On 29 November 2023, the State Emergency Service of Ukraine by the Order No.
959 approved the Action Plan (roadmap) for the implementation of the Agreement
between Ukraine, on the one part, and the European Union, on the other part, on the
participation of Ukraine in the Union Civil Protection Mechanism for 2023-2024
(Haka3z JICHC Vkpainu, 2023), which consists of the following blocks: organisational
measures, formation of SES modules, legislative changes, exchange of experience and

strengthening of horizontal cooperation.
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Starting from August 2023, in cooperation with the European Commission,
representatives of the SESU undergo an internship at the Emergency Response
Coordination Centre (ERCC) in Brussels to deepen cooperation with the EU Civil
Protection Mechanism, gain practical knowledge and skills in the work of the ERCC
and develop working relationships with European colleagues.

SESU is preparing for certification as an UCPM module of the Heavy search and
rescue team of the Mobile Rescue Centre of the SES of Ukraine and the formation of other
SESU teams-modules (first of all, high-capacity pumping, aero-medical evacuation and
CBRN protection) and preparation for their certification in the UCPM system.

Upon receipt of a request for assistance via the Mechanism, the Emergency
Response Coordination Centre (ERCC) promptly initiates the mobilization of requisite
aid or expertise.

Operating incessantly, the ERCC vigilantly monitors global events, ensuring
unfaltering surveillance and expeditious response capabilities by maintaining direct
communication channels with national civil protection authorities.

Specialized teams and equipment, including but not limited to firefighting aircraft,
search and rescue units, and medical teams, stand primed for immediate deployment,
both within and beyond the confines of Europe, facilitating swift and effective
responses to emergent situations.

Disasters can strike across borders, catching multiple countries off guard. Pooling
together the capabilities of civil protection services enables a stronger and more
cohesive collective response to emergencies.

In response to the war in Ukraine, the EU is implementing its largest emergency
operation since the creation of the Mechanism, and channels millions of emergency
items to Ukraine and the region.

The collaborative approach not only consolidates the expertise and resources of
first responders but also prevents redundant relief efforts, guaranteeing that aid
effectively addresses the needs of those affected. A well-coordinated joint response
ensures that overwhelmed national authorities have a unified point of contact,

streamlining the management of the crisis humanitarian situation.
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The accession of Ukraine to the EU Civil Protection Mechanism marks a
significant stride towards European integration, underscoring the nation's commitment
to aligning its disaster response and preparedness protocols with those of its European
counterparts.

This move not only signifies Ukraine's willingness to adopt and adhere to
common European standards but also fosters closer collaboration and solidarity with
other member states. By participating in the Mechanism, Ukraine gains access to an
extensive network of resources, expertise, and support systems, which can substantially
bolster its capacity to manage and mitigate the impact of disasters effectively.

Moreover, integration into the Mechanism facilitates the exchange of best
practices, knowledge sharing, and capacity-building initiatives, thereby enhancing
Ukraine's overall resilience to emergencies. This alignment with European frameworks
not only strengthens Ukraine's disaster management capabilities but also enhances its
compatibility with EU policies and regulations, laying a foundation for deeper
integration into the European community.

Furthermore, participation in the EU Civil Protection Mechanism demonstrates
Ukraine's commitment to regional cooperation and stability, fostering trust and
solidarity among European nations. It also showcases Ukraine's proactive approach to
addressing shared challenges and upholding common values, which are central to the
process of European integration.

Overall, Ukraine's integration into the EU Civil Protection Mechanism represents
an important step forward in its journey towards European integration, emphasizing its
readiness to align with European standards, foster cooperation, and contribute to the

collective resilience of the continent.
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ALLIANCE LEADERS SHOULD LEAD THEIR ALLIANCES -
A RESEARCH BASED OPINION ON THE US ROLE
IN SUPPORTING UKRAINE’S DEFENCE AGAINST RUSSIA

The purpose of this essay is to complete a short examination of aid that Ukraine
has received since the outbreak of the Russian Full-Scale invasion in February 2022.
While humanitarian and military aid will be discussed, the deeper purpose of this work
Is the take a look at how alliance leadership has worked during this time frame. Alliance
in this case means the west, as led by the United States. This includes NATO but also
Ukraine itself as well as other allies globally.

The United States has been broadly supportive of Ukraine, particularly since the

beginning of the current war in 2014 with the illegal Russian invasion of the Donbas

and Annexation of Crimea. This has included significant support since the expansion
of the war with Russia’s full scale invasion in February 2022, with the most recent
event being the congressionally mandated provision of over $60 Billion in support in
April 2024,

The US also fills a special role as the lead of the western alliance, and in this
light US support or lack thereof can have significant consequences. The main three
examples of this are not all positive, but do represent the centrality of Washington’s
role. One case from 2022 was the effort by Poland to provide MiG 29 fighters to
Ukraine. The second was the US using its diplomatic power and committing to provide
its own supplies in order to break the logjam on provision of modern tanks to Ukraine
in winter 2022-2023. The final example is the long delayed provision of US support to
Ukraine in Spring 2024.

Quite simply, to say it again, the point of this essay is that the US is the alliance
leader in the war to defend Ukraine. When it acts, others act. It provided an onus of
security for those, especially in the Baltic States, whom it promises protection. It needs
to consistently act like a leader in order to reassure allies and partners and achieve the
desired end state of continued weakening of Russia and Ukrainian victory.

Prelude — 2014 to 2022.

Ukraine’s military suffered for over twenty years in the long peace that followed
the end of the Cold War. It famously lost its nuclear capability, but also found itself
left with whatever equipment happened to be at any given military facility when the
Soviet Union collapsed. Following Russia’s invasion of the Donbas and seizure of
Crimea in 2014, Western support to Ukraine played a critical role in building up
Ukraine’s capability to defend itself against further aggression (Galbraith, 2022).

From 2014 to 2016, the focus was primarily on non-lethal aid, including items such
as body armor, communications equipment, and medical and combat medical assistance.
But this changed as the conflict evolved and Ukraine began to focus on developing its
armed forces in response to the growing Russian threat. Clearly lethal weapons with a
primarily defensive focus began to be provided. Counter mortar radars and Javelin anti-

tank missiles were sent with the purpose of helping Ukraine to address key imbalances,
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especially counter artillery and counter tank systems, a trend which, with anti-air systems
added, continues to the present. The Joint Multinational Training Group-Ukraine, which
helped Ukrainian forces improve their basic military skills and operational effectiveness,
was established in this time frame (Atlamazaglou, 2023). Training focused on combat and
using the new systems but also on countering corruption in the Ukrainian Ministry of
Defense to ensure that aid was used properly (Atlamazaglou, 2023).

Unsurprisingly, the lead up to war saw a further increase both in the amount of
and types of US support to Ukraine. The UK ramped up support, often more publicly
and with less reticence than the US Javelin missiles were augmented with AT-4
antitank systems, Carl Gustav Recoilless Rifles, small arms ammunition, and Stinger
anti-aircraft systems. Some of these systems were being delivered even as Russian
forces crossed the border on February 24, 2022, and there are numerous stories of
Ukrainian soldiers literally assembling weapons to YouTube instructions even as
Russian forces attacked them.

In summary of the early period, Ukraine should have received a lot more than it
got. But, it can be fairly said that the equipment Ukraine received helped to get it
through the crisis of the early months of the invasion. Up until this point, assistance
was primarily from the US and UK (not dismissing other bilateral efforts). But things
would change after January 24.

The War Expands, and so does support.

The Russian invasion brought rapid and broad support, led by the US and the
UK, but with significant augmentation by Poland and the Baltic States, all states with
a frontline on Russia, Belarus, or Ukraine, and who were frequent victims of Russian
provocation and hybrid warfare. April 26 saw the first meeting of the Ukraine Contact
group, which began with 41 member states, meeting at the US Ramstein Air Force
Base in Germany. The Contact Group is voluntary, but membership increased to 54
countries by February 2023.

In addition to more and more modern weapons, massive training programs were
established outside of Ukraine in order to train the army on how to use the new

weapons. Another initiative was to encourage former Warsaw Pact members to
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contribute Soviet era weapons, which were numerous, and which would require little
re-training for Ukrainian forces to operate (Gould, 2022).

Weapons continued to flow, with the US eventually providing HIMARS mobile
Multiple Rocket Launcher Systems, Bradley Infantry Fighting vehicles, and ATACMs
mid-range and long range rockets for use in the HIMARS systems. Air defense was
augmented by Patriot and various European Systems, as was field artillery. As will be
discussed below, modern armor was eventually provided, and not only have older
Soviet Aircraft been provided, but modern Western Aircraft have been promised.

Brief Case Study — Polish Mig 29s for Ukraine, or not.

Front line nations scrambled to provide immediate support to Ukraine as it faced
the Russian invasion. Poland emerged as a key player in these efforts, offering its older
MiG-29 fighter jets to Ukraine in order to replace aircraft lost in combat (Gould, 2022).
But, understanding the risks of Russian retaliation implied in directly supplying the
aircraft to Ukraine, it instead offered to give the aircraft to the US to then transfer to
Ukraine, offering to send the fighters to Ramstein for this purpose. Since these were
front line service aircraft for Poland, Warsaw hoped to then receive modern F-16
Fighters to replace its lost MiGs (Ukraine war, 2022).

Unfortunately, Spring of 2022 was too early in the conflict for the US or many
NATO alliance members to accept the risks implied in directly supplying the aircraft
to Ukraine, and so US officials began to vocalize every potential problem with such a
transfer, killing the deal before it could take place, with Polish interest waning when it
became clear that in spite of statements to the contrary by US Secretary of State Blinken
claiming to support such transfers, it was not willing to do so itself (Phillips, 2022). On
one hand, this was sheer cowardice on behalf of the Biden administration, on the other,
even now, in 2024, when F-16s have been promised by many NATO allies, the actual
mechanics of delivery have not been worked out.

Brief Case Study — How a dozen M1 Abrams kicked loose hundreds of
Leopard lls.

Ukraine showed remarkable resilience in the first year of the war, stopping the

Russian offensive and then reclaiming large areas of its lost territory. It was assumed
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that 2023 would be a year in which Ukraine would counterattack and at least isolate
Crimea from the Donbas, if not win the war outright. Obviously the Ukrainian Army
would need the right equipment to do the job.

Many countries in the Ukraine Contact group were willing to contribute Leopard
Il tanks, though all were not of the most recent variants. Leopards, with relatively low
maintenance requirements, rugged build, and regular fuel, seems perfect for the
Ukrainian’s needs (Jordans, 2023). However, Berlin spent the fall of 2022 coming up
with excuses for why it could not send its own tanks, or tanks in the manufacturers
care, and forbade international owners of the tank from sending it on their own.

Whereas the Polish MiGs provide a negative example of what can happen when
the alliance leader will not lead, Germany’s ultimate decision to provide Leopard II
tanks is a positive in the other direction. Much like Poland, Germany simply did not
want to stand alone against Russia. Berlin’s reluctance stemmed from concerns about
Russia’s reaction. Before acting, the German government wanted assurances that the
US would also contribute heavy tanks to Ukraine, with Chancellor Olaf Scholz
emphasizing that the approach needed to be coordinated and not bilateral (Picheta,
2023).

So what happened? Two things, one confirmed and one conjecture, which could
constitute a “Carrot and Stick” fashion. The “Carrot” was the announcement by the
White House that the US would send 31 Abrams tanks, thus sharing the risk of
providing tanks (Ott, 2023). The UK also pledged independently to send Challenger 11
tanks. This is in spite of serious issues with the M1 in terms of Ukrainian service. It is
an excellent vehicle, but very much a “Rich Man’s” tank, highly consumptive of
supplies and maintenance.

The purported “Stick” was a diplomatic note to many holders of Leopard tanks
promising to make good any money lost in trade with Germany if they decided to
donate Leopards without Berlin’s consent. The effort succeeded, with Germany
deciding to donate an initial 14 Leopard 2’s, also allowing international holders of the
tank to donate it without risk of sanction from Berlin. Thus began the “Tank Coalition”

which has provided both excellent tanks and training in Germany for Ukrainian crews
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(Adler, 2023). In this fashion, under US leadership, one of the best examples of alliance
coordination in the Ukraine was achieved.

Brief Case Study — 6 dry months: Prelude to the April 2024 vote of support.

On October 6, 2023, Hamas launched a viscous attack on Israel, resulting in the
greatest massacre of Israelis since the Holocaust. Another result was that the US
Congress became completely and thoroughly distracted from pending legislation to put
Ukraine into the budget, promising a massive new injection of equipment, if ever the
bill could be passed. As it happened it would take over six months for that to happen.
And so the last case study is also one of a failure of alliance leadership. But in this case,
the allies began to step up and fill the gaps left by the US pullback.

European countries have pledged over $89 billion in support to Ukraine, with
about $31 billion of that in military support (Total bilateral..., 2024). The EU as an
institution has provided 6.1 billion Euros this far to in military equipment through the
European Peace Facility, while the Council of Europe established a 5 billion Euro
Ukraine Assistance fund in March 2024 (Ukraine Assistance.., 2024). In January and
February 2024, during a very bad period for Ukraine’s defenders, European countries
contributed 6 billion Euros in primarily military aid (Statista.com). These commitments
reflect Europe’s recognition of the geopolitical stakes and the importance of
maintaining stability in the region. European leaders understood that a strong Ukraine
was essential for regional security and global balance. At the time Ukrainian President
Zelensky was openly warning the world that without more help, his country could lose
the war, and was already having to ration shells on the battlefield (Porter, 2024).

The State of International Support in February 2024 (With the new US

Conclusion

This report has attempted to shine some light on the US role as alliance leader in
leading support for Ukraine against Russian aggression. Background on the types of
support given from 2014-2022 was provided, along with three brief case studies on key
moments highlighting the impact of US decisions for or against support. Although
there have been promising improvements in independent European support,
particularly in the six-month drought in US support following the Hamas assault on
Israel in October 2024, the cases demonstrate clearly the centrality of the US in both
direct aid to Ukraine and as an implied “Top-Cover” for other countries to provide
support. Americans should note with pride but that many countries in Europe were
willing to increase support during the critical gap before the April congressional vote.

Taking into account the relative dearth of up to date academic writing on this
Issue, there is a lot more that can be done with this work. Every single case and facet
of this report deserves a full paper, or more, of analysis. Much is unsaid, such as the
level of UK support, which has not waited for the US or needed US assistance (Of
course the UK, and France, are independent military powers with their own nuclear
deterrents, which makes a big difference!) And yet with all of that said, the point is
very clear. The Unites States remains an indispensable power, globally but especially
in Europe. Its decisions must be consistent, decisive, and supportive. Even in an
election year. Even when the US wants more than anything else to look inwards and to

fight each other. America’s friends are counting on it!
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MAPPING THE STATE OF EXEMPTION IN UKRAINE (2022-2024)

1. Introduction

According to Carl Schmitt, an examination of the historical development of
dictatorship reveals its classification into two distinct forms: commissarial and
sovereign. A sovereign dictatorship employs a crisis to invalidate the current
constitution, with the aim of creating a state in which a constitution deemed by the
sovereign dictator as authentic becomes feasible. Conversely, a commissarial

dictatorship seeks to reinstate order to facilitate the normal functioning of the existing
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constitution (Schmitt, 2015). After the invasion of Ukraine by Russia on February 24,
2022, the concept of a state of exception has quickly become a focal point in politics
due to the special circumstances, martial law and general mobilization declared by
President Volodymyr Zelenskyy. Previous instances of shifting to an emergency
situation and desideratum activating the law "On the Legal Status of Martial Law" (No.
389-VIIIl) were observed during the period between 2015-2018 (ATO Zone by
President Petro Poroshenko), as well as in other forms of extraordinary circumstances
and interpretations (much of a muchness being the Orange Revolution in 2004 and the
Dignity Revolution in Euromaidan during 2013 and 2014), but none to the same degree
as the current situation, which is basically regulated by subsequent quasi-dictata for
the self-preservation of the state.

2. The Exception of Stratocracy

Carl Schmitt introduced his idea of the state of exception (Ausnahmezustand) in
his 1922 publication "Political Theology" (Schmitt, 2005). The concept of a state of
exception pertains to a circumstance in which the customary legal framework is
temporarily set aside by the governing authority, namely the Sovereign, in reaction to
a perceived imminent danger to its existence. Within this framework, the Sovereign
holds the power to determine the exception, emphasizing their ultimate authority in
deciding when and how the legal order can be disregarded. Schmitt contended that the
fundamental nature of Sovereign(ty) resides in its ability to surpass the customary legal
structure. The state of exception exposes the inherent essence of political authority,
which is its capacity to function beyond the limitations of legal and normative
frameworks when deemed essential for the preservation of the state (Gerhardt,2003).

The exception, summarized in a famous sequence of aphorisms by Schmitt,
which can be reduced to four postulates (Gould, 2013):

e The exception is more important than the rule.

e The exception is more interesting than the norm.

e The norm proves nothing; the exception proves everything.

e The rule lives only from the exception
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Moreover, Cornelius Castoriadis gained recognition for his contributions to the
study of the social imaginary and the process by which society establishes itself. His
notion of stratocracy, while not as extensively expounded upon as some of his other
concepts, pertains to a system in which the military exercises direct control over
political authority, resulting in a fundamentally militarized form of governance. Within
this system, the military's values, structure, and operational logic are deeply ingrained
In the entire state apparatus, resulting in a hierarchical structure that is founded on the
use of force and command rather than democratic decision-making and agreement
(McMorrow, 2015). Castoriadis's extensive body of work highlights the inherent
ability of societies to establish and continually modify their institutions and values.
Stratocracy, in this context, refers to a particular type of self-governing system in which
the society as a whole tends to prioritize militaristic values, resulting in the acceptance
and promotion of coercion and control.

The link between Castoriadis's stratocracy and Schmitt's state of exception
resides in their emphasis on the suspension or transcendence of customary legal and
democratic procedures in favor of immediate, frequently forceful, authority. Both
concepts examine situations in which the typical systems of governing are superseded
by more concentrated and authoritative forms of authority. The suspension of
normative governance is also a characteristic of a stratocracy, as conceptualized by
Castoriadis. In this type of governance structure, there is a strong emphasis on the
military, and decision-making procedures prioritize hierarchical command over
traditional democratic deliberation. Similarly, Schmitt's concept of the state of
exception entails the temporary disregard of regular legal norms, wherein the
Sovereign makes decisions independently, without the customary oversight and
limitations.

Centralization of authority refers to the concentration of power and decision-
making in a central entity or individual. Stratocracy is a form of government where
power is centralized within the military elite. On the other hand, the state of exception
refers to a situation where power is concentrated in the hands of the Sovereign. The

rationale behind this centralization is to effectively respond to exceptional
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circumstances or dangers, whether they originate from external sources or from within
(Schmitt,2005). The legitimization of coercion is achieved through the implementation
of stratocracy and the state of exception, both of which provide justification for the use
of force. Within a stratocratic system, the military's ability to use force is utilized as a
standard method of governing. According to Schmitt's framework, the state of
exception justifies the use of forceful actions by the ruler to restore or uphold order.
Additionally, both theories frequently employ existential threats as a rationale for the
consolidation and utilization of authority. Stratocracy is a form of government where
the constant preparedness for conflict, quasi a permanent state of exemption can serve
as a valid reason for the militarization of society. More straightforward, Schmitt's
concept of the state of exception is based on the existence of a crisis that requires
exceptional actions.

The entanglement between the ideas of Castoriadis and Schmitt provides an
insight into modern political theory and practice, specifically regarding the equilibrium
between security and democracy. Democratic erosion refers to the gradual weakening
or deterioration of democratic institutions and principles. The concept emphasizes the
potential dangers that arise when exceptional or extreme measures become accepted as
the norm. A state that is constantly in a state of exception, or one that is inclined
towards stratocratic principles, can gradually erode democratic institutions and civil
liberties (Fountis, 2023). The presence of crisis highlights the difficulty of governing
during such times. The manner in which a society reacts to threats, such as by
strengthening democratic norms or consolidating authority, has a profound impact on
its political and social structure, and therefore we can observe a continuum getting
formed between the notions of decisionism and/or the rule of law (13). The discussion
raises questions regarding the legitimacy and authority of a particular matter. Both
stratocracy and the state of exception are predicated on the legitimization of authority
through the exploitation of crises.

3. The Matrix of the State of Exemption

Schmitt's friend-enemy distinction is a fundamental aspect of his political

ideology, highlighting the importance of conflict and identity in politics. As per
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Schmitt's analysis, the fundamental nature of politics is rooted in the differentiation
between friend and enemy. In this context, the enemy is not just a competitor, but rather
a substantial and imminent danger to one's own political community. This distinction
establishes the limits of the political domain and establishes the circumstances in which
conflict can occur and be considered acceptable. Additionally, the nexus between the
theory of the partisan, the concept of the Sovereign, and the Friend-enemy distinction
Is evident in the core of the work of Carl Schmitt. Partisans frequently arise in reaction
to perceived dangers presented by external adversaries or governments, uniting around
a shared purpose or identity in opposition to the enemy, who is the Sovereign
representing a status quo (Slomp,2005). The Sovereign, being the highest authority,
has a crucial role in establishing the distinction between friends and enemies. This
involves identifying which groups or individuals are classified as enemies of the state.

In order to depict the relationships between these ideas, we create a Cartesian

coordinates system, consisting of two intersecting axes:

Friend Enemy
Sovereign Authority Control (2)
(1)
Partisan Resistance Rebellion
(3) (4)

In this visual representation, the horizontal axis represents the relationship
between friend and enemy, thus delineating allies from adversaries. The vertical axis
represents the spectrum from partisan to Sovereign, capturing the dynamics of
resistance and rebellion versus authority and control. The distinctions between these
dimensions illustrate how the actions and identities of partisans and Sovereigns are
shaped by the friend-enemy distinction (Schmitt,1996), with the Sovereign often
defining and enforcing this distinction. Each quadrant (1-4) is depicting the state of

exemption that the Sovereign is facing temporarily or permanently.
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By definition the two involved countries in the conflict under consideration, are
having implicitly to cope with the partial to full conversion to stratocracies:

e The Russian Federation by need for preserving the shift of strategy from a
regime change in Ukraine (because of the miscalculation of President Putin who
assumed a passive approach from Ukraine and its unexpected Friends like the after the
illegal annexation of Crimea (Auer, 2015)), to the creation of a buffer zone by any
means and transforming the country’s economy to a military one and of course by
struggling to keep the context of an hegemonic revisionism threatening with a nuclear
Armageddon.

e Simultaneously, Ukraine keeps a delicate balance by extending the martial
law, even with internal parliamentary support on a 90 days base (Panma npomopxuia,
2024), and targeting to the return to the frontiers of 1991, which is only possible via a
fully militarized effort with little or no hope for a diplomatic solution which would not
undermine its existence. Most recently, this repeated move of the extension of martial
law has become the continuous target in the form of lawfare from the part of the
Russian Federation, within the context of a permanent hybrid warfare for putting in
question the legitimacy of President Zelenskyy to govern, as the term of his presidency
has ended (Xomenko, 2024).

Next, we describe the players within the State of Exemption per country
(quadrants 1-4) per Sovereign and Partisan involved:

Ukraine:

(1) Martial Law, USA/EU, NATO & Armament

(2) Handling of War, Freedom of Speech, Legislation, Control of Pro-Russian
Media & Parties

(3) LPR, DPR ‘states’

(4) SVO (Special Military Operation) Situation, never named officially a War
by President Putin

Russian Federation:

(1) Siloviki, Depolitisation, China's "Tolerance' & Euroasianism/ Russkiy Mir
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(2) Partial Mobilisation(s), Opposition suppression, eventually threatened
Oligarchs, BRICS-Global South and a ‘New Patriotic War’

(3) ‘FRL, RVC, Sibir Battalion’ as Anti-Putin movements, Wagner under Prigogine

(4) Asymmetrical Warfare and Destruction of Refineries and Logistics for
weakening the

However, within each of the quadrants, which represent a distinct State of
Exemption, the moves of players can convert them to Frenemies. An oxymoron and a
combination of the words “friend” and “enemy,” the term “fren-emy” (sometimes
written “frienemy”) refers to “a person with whom one is amicable, despite a basic
dislike or rivalry” or “a person who combines the traits of a friend and an enemy”. The
phrase is used to define interactions of a personal, geopolitical, or commercial nature
between individuals, groups, or institutions (Fountis, 2023). Moreover, the greatest
internal challenge, based on the above methodology, is the definition of the Ontology
of the Shifting Frenemy.

Schmitt's political theory proposes that the most fundamental distinction in
politics is between friends and enemies, where the enemy is the existential threat
against which the political identity is defined (Schwab,1989). In other words, the
difference between friends and enemies is the enemy (Fountis, Sagaydak,2022). The
Shifting Frenemy adds a nuanced layer to this binary relation by acknowledging the
complex and frequently ephemeral nature of relationships and this ontology describes
that individuals, groups, or states can change from being allies to being adversaries and
vice versa, as a consequence of changing circumstances, interests, and perceptions
throughout the course of their existence. The idea places an emphasis on the instability
and contingency that are inherent in political alliances and conflicts. It reflects the fluid
boundaries that exist between friends and enemies.

For exemplifying the Shifting Frenemy, moves like the rebellion of the
mercenary leader Yevgeny Prigozhin or the interviews to the international press of
General Valerii Zaluzhnyi convert these players in partial antagonists intentionally or
unintentionally. Viktor Orban and Robert Fico’s ‘appeasement’ approach, Donald

Trump’s promised ‘quick freezing of the conflict’ or Xi Jiping and Recep Tayyip
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Erdogan ‘mediatory’ positioning are shifts within the chessboard that each Sovereign
must control and subsequently take advantage of them (Schwab,1989). At the same
time, the state of exception in Ukraine, which is often described as the womb of all
current crises, is becoming the binding (?) component to a post Cold-War Western
World and not only (sic) that struggles to react via structures like the European Union
and NATO that they were not designed for such situations and exemptions with rigid
decision making processes (Auer, 2024).

4. Conclusion

By examining the concepts of Carl Schmitt and Cornelius Castoriadis, we take a
deep dive approach to the State of Exemption situation in Ukraine after the Russian
Invasion in 2022 . The development of a model, namely the Matrix of the State of
Exemption, based on a Cartesian coordinates system, we represent the various cases
during the State of Exemption(s) that the Sovereign is facing for handling the Friends
and Enemies, who often are moving and get positioned as Frenemies in the fluid
environment of the Political (action) and we transfigure the process to a framework for
decision-making monitoring.

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DIGITAL DIPLOMACY AND CONFLICT RESOLUTION

In an era marked by rapid technological progress and global interconnectedness,
the convergence of digital diplomacy and conflict resolution has emerged as a focal
point for policymakers, scholars, and practitioners. The evolution of digital
technologies, coupled with the widespread presence of social media platforms, has
reshaped the landscape within which diplomatic initiatives, mediation endeavors, and
peacebuilding efforts unfold. This report discusses the multifaceted realm of digital
diplomacy and its indispensable role in navigating the complexities of conflict
resolution in the current information and communication environment and offers real-
world examples, such as the use of social media in diplomacy by various state leaders,
demonstrating the potential and impact of digital diplomacy.

Purpose of diplomacy

Diplomacy traditionally aims to manage international relations and foster
cooperation between states to ensure peace and stability. The core functions of
diplomacy include negotiation, communication, representation, and conflict
resolution. The role of digital diplomacy enhances these functions by incorporating
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real-time communication and broader engagement through digital platforms. An
example is the United Nations' use of digital tools to promote its Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs), facilitating global partnerships and local
implementations (al-Helou, 2015).

Diplomacy in conflict resolution

Diplomacy plays a crucial role in conflict resolution by facilitating dialogue
between conflicting parties, mediating disputes, and promoting peaceful
settlements. Traditional diplomatic methods involve face-to-face negotiations and
back-channel communications. The significance of digital diplomacy and online
communication strategies in the context of conflict resolution and peacebuilding
cannot be overstated. In our interconnected world, where information travels swiftly
and global connectivity is at an all-time high, traditional diplomatic methods are
being complemented, and sometimes replaced, by digital tools and platforms.
Governments, international organizations, and civil society entities are leveraging
digital technologies to engage in dialogue, foster understanding, and alleviate
tensions in conflict-affected regions.

Digital diplomacy and online communication strategies: utilization of
digital tools and platforms

The rapid advancement of digital technologies has facilitated real-time
communication, improved data sharing capabilities, and extended the reach of
diplomatic initiatives beyond geographical confines. Social media platforms,
particularly, have become indispensable for shaping public opinion, rallying support
for peace endeavors, and countering narratives that perpetuate conflict. By harnessing
digital platforms effectively, stakeholders can engage diverse audiences, facilitate
dialogue among conflicting parties, and advocate narratives of reconciliation and
collaboration. However, the digital era has introduced new dimensions to these
traditional methods. For instance, during the COVID-19 pandemic, virtual meetings
and conferences became essential tools for maintaining diplomatic engagements and
peace talks, such as the virtual negotiations between the Afghan government and the
Taliban in 2020 (United Nations, 2020). Additionally, the role of social media in the
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Arab Spring highlighted how digital platforms can mobilize support and bring
international attention to local issues (Guesmi, 2021). Finally, the U.S. Department of
State has successfully used social media platforms to counter violent extremism by
promoting narratives of peace and inclusivity.

Digital Communication Campaigns

Digital communication campaigns aim to influence public opinion, mobilize
support for peace initiatives, and counter narratives that perpetuate conflict. Through
targeted messaging, storytelling, and multimedia content, these campaigns aim to shift
perceptions, challenge stereotypes, and promote narratives of coexistence and
cooperation, thus contributing to fostering reconciliation and preventing conflict
escalation. A recent example includes the Defy Hate Now (2024) organisation which
combats hate speech and misinformation amongst the youth and community and their
relationship with the media in several countries, including the South Sudan, through
social media and digital literacy campaigns.

Online Dialogue Mechanisms

Online dialogue mechanisms, such as virtual peace conferences, webinars,
and digital dialogue platforms, play a vital role in fostering reconciliation and
promoting mutual understanding among conflicting parties. These mechanisms have
demonstrated promise in creating spaces for constructive engagement, exchanging
perspectives, and building trust between adversaries, thereby contributing to
conflict resolution efforts. For instance, the virtual peacebuilding efforts in
Colombia involved online platforms for dialogue between the government, FARC
rebels, and civil society, leading to significant advancements in the peace process
(The Dialogue, 2021).

Challenges for Effective Digital Diplomacy

While digital diplomacy holds significant promise, it also faces several
challenges:

Technological Barriers

e No Electricity: In many conflict zones, consistent access to electricity is a

significant issue, hindering digital communication efforts. For example, in Yemen, the
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ongoing conflict has severely damaged infrastructure, leading to frequent power
outages and limited access to electricity. This has significantly hindered efforts to use
digital communication tools for diplomatic discussions and peacebuilding initiatives.
For instance, during crucial periods of peace talks mediated by the United Nations, the
lack of reliable electricity in many areas prevented effective communication and real-
time engagement between conflicting parties and international mediators (Human
Rights Watch, 2021).

e Digital Divide: The disparity in access to digital technologies between
different regions and socio-economic groups can limit the effectiveness of digital
diplomacy. To illustrate, the digital divide in the Syrian Civil War has been a
significant barrier to diplomatic efforts. While urban areas like Damascus and
Aleppo have relatively better access to digital technologies, rural and conflict-
ridden regions remain largely disconnected. This disparity has limited the
effectiveness of digital diplomacy initiatives aimed at fostering dialogue and
disseminating information about peacebuilding efforts. For example, efforts by
international NGOs to engage Syrian youth in digital peacebuilding campaigns
faced challenges due to uneven internet access and lack of digital literacy in remote
areas (Hackl & Najdi, 2023).

Communication Barriers

e Time Zones: Coordinating real-time communication across different time
zones can be challenging. For example, coordinating negotiations for the Iran nuclear
deal involved stakeholders from various countries, including the United States,
European Union, and Iran, each in different time zones. Real-time communication and
decision-making were often challenging due to the significant time differences. This
was particularly evident during critical phases of the negotiations, where delays and
asynchronous communication hampered the timely resolution of issues (Samore,
2015).

e Language and Cultural Differences: Effective communication requires
addressing language barriers, understanding linguistic codes, and understanding

cultural nuances. These have long been barriers in the Israeli-Palestinian peace process.
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Effective communication requires addressing these differences, such as competing
historical narratives that influence contemporary perspectives but digital diplomacy
efforts have sometimes struggled with translation accuracy and cultural
misunderstandings. For instance, during online dialogue initiatives, mistranslations and
cultural insensitivities such as terms used in political statements or military operations
may inflame public sentiment and have occasionally exacerbated tensions rather than
fostering mutual understanding (Karman, 2016).

e Local Censorship: In some regions, governmental or cultural censorship can
restrict access to digital platforms and information and may be due to societal leanings.
Conflicts where divergent historical, political and educational perspectives are
enforced, reinforcing separate identities from a young age. Such differences affect how
each side perceives and interacts with the other (UNESCO, 2024).

Social and Structural Barriers

e Gender and Hierarchical Barriers: Social structures and hierarchies can
influence who participates in digital diplomacy efforts, potentially marginalizing
certain groups (Karman, 2016).

e Bias: Algorithms and platform policies can sometimes reinforce existing
biases, affecting the impartiality of digital diplomacy initiatives. Social media
platforms amplify these biases. Algorithms that prioritize engagement can lead to echo
chambers where users are only exposed to information that confirms their existing
views, further entrenching divisions (United Nations Sustainable Development Group,
2024).

Despite the challenges that can hinder progressive peaceful negotiations, the pros
and cons underscore the transformative potential of digital diplomacy in conflict
resolution and peacebuilding efforts. It highlights how digital tools and platforms have
revolutionized traditional diplomatic practices by enabling real-time communication,
broadening engagement, and facilitating the exchange of ideas across geographical
boundaries. Real-world examples, such as the use of social media in the Arab Spring

and the virtual peace talks in Afghanistan, illustrate the significant impact of digital
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diplomacy in mobilizing support, shaping public opinion, and advancing peace
Initiatives.

However, the integration of digital diplomacy also presents challenges,
including technological barriers, digital divides, misinformation, and cyber threats.
Addressing these challenges requires a comprehensive approach that includes capacity
building, ethical guidelines, multi-stakeholder collaboration, and support for research
and innovation. Initiatives such as the International Civil Society Action Network’s
(2020) #SheBuildsPeace Campaign and the collaboration between the United Nations
and tech companies exemplify successful strategies in leveraging digital technologies
for peacebuilding.

In conclusion, digital diplomacy offers unprecedented opportunities to enhance
conflict resolution processes by fostering inclusive dialogue, promoting ethical
practices, and utilizing innovative technologies. By addressing the inherent challenges
and maximizing the potential of digital tools, stakeholders can contribute to more
effective and sustainable peacebuilding efforts globally. The narrative highlights the
need for ongoing investment in digital literacy, ethical frameworks, and collaborative
partnerships to ensure that digital diplomacy continues to serve as a powerful force in

advancing global peace and stability.
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THE DISCOURSE OF WAR AND PEACE
IN THE GERMAN INFORMATIONAL SPACE: 2022-2024

Analysing the discourse of the Russian-Ukrainian war in the German information
space in 2022-2024 is important for several reasons. Firstly, Germany is one of the
most influential countries in the European political space (along with France) and the
third largest economy in the world (Ivanova & Shchvarts, 2024). Secondly, as of March
2024, Germany was the European country that sheltered the largest number of
Ukrainian refugees - more than a million people (Tsurkanu, 2023). Third, as of March
2024, Germany became one of the largest donors to Ukraine (Defense Express, 2023).
Why does Germany play such an important role today, providing crucial financial,
military and humanitarian assistance to our country?

It is worth noting that at the beginning of 2022, Ukraine and the Ukrainian issue
were not in the focus of attention of German politicians, public figures, intellectuals
and ordinary citizens. Rather, Germany was Russia-centric, which was facilitated by
Chancellor Angela Merkel's economic policy (Mahazova, 2021). So 24 February 2022
came as a shock to many Germans. A full-scale invasion in the centre of Europe,
thousands, later tens of thousands of women with children who found themselves in
Germany - all this was a psychological shock for many. The coverage of the Russian-
Ukrainian war in late February and March 2022 on German television was primarily
about the stories of Ukrainian refugee women and live reports by German journalists
from Ukraine, namely from Lviv, Odesa, and Khmelnytskyi. Until mid-April 2022,
German journalists did not reach Kyiv due to security concerns. A separate information
area at the first stage of the full-scale invasion was a talk show on German television
with the participation of the then Ukrainian ambassador to Germany, Andriy Melnyk,

and Ukrainian public figures known to the German public, such as the former wife of
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Kyiv Mayor Natalia Klitschko, and economist and Cambridge professor Oleksandr
Rodnyansky. Similar talk shows were held on leading German television channels on
a daily basis. On the German side, their guests were well-known German politicians
(federal and representatives of various states), scientists and cultural figures.

Particular attention should be paid to the thesaurus of news reports in the German
media in late February - early April 2022. Initially, the events in Ukraine were referred
to as a «crisis», «Ukrainian crisis» or «crisis in Ukraine», in the third week of the
invasion — «conflict in Ukraine» and/or «Putin's war», «Putin's war», only from the end
of March 2022 did journalists, commentators and politicians start talking about the
«Russian war in Ukrainey.

One of the biggest shocks for German citizens was the video reports from the
liberated Kyiv region in early April 2022. These video testimonies, combined with the
daily stories of Ukrainian refugee women who, together with their children and retired
parents, found themselves in Germany, undoubtedly swayed the majority of German
citizens to the side of Ukraine, despite aggressive opposition from the large (about 2
million) so-called «Russian-speaking» community.

The tools of information warfare used by pro-Russian residents of Germany were
also indicative. These were short videos on TikTok and You Tube saying that it was
not refugees who were leaving Ukraine, but Nazis and criminals or marginalised
people; that there was no full-scale war in Ukraine and no massacres of civilians by the
Russian military; that German citizens demanded that Ukrainian citizens be banned
from entering Germany. It should be noted that all of these video messages did not
have a large reach, especially among the German-speaking audience, as most of them
were Russian-speaking.

Thus, in the second half of April - May 2022, the German information space for
the mass consumer formed a generally coherent and objective picture of the full-scale
stage of the Russian-Ukrainian war. Undoubtedly, the activities of German journalists,
commentators and political analysts were greatly influenced by the emotional mood of
sympathy for Ukrainians and the memories of the horrors of the Second World War,

which are kept by those Germans who lived through it as children.
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A separate segment of the German information space is non-fiction and scientific
and popular literature. In this segment, the first works by German authors about
Ukraine as an independent and self-sufficient state, and not a part of Russia, appeared
after 2014 and were related to German researchers' attempts to understand the causes
and origins of Russia's aggressive actions against Ukraine. The following studies
published in 2015-2021 are worth noting.

1. The study «The Ukrainian War. Behind the Frontline of a European Conflict»
(2016) by Jutta Somerbauer, in which the author begins her examination of the origins
of the war by analysing the causes of the Euromaidan in 2013 and describes her own
impressions of her trip to the Ukrainian Donbas (Sommerbauer, 2016).

2. «Decisions in Kyiv. Lessons from the Ukrainian Language» (2022) by Karl
Schlogel, the researcher begins the book with the statement that in Germany, many of his
colleagues have long considered Ukraine to be just a part of Russia/lUSSR/Russian
Empire, and the Ukrainian language to be a dialect of Russian. It was only the Revolution
of Dignity and Ukraine's resistance to Russian aggression that began to change this view.
A Slavic studies researcher who has travelled extensively across Ukraine has
supplemented his book, the first edition of which was published in 2015. He regrets to say
that by the end of February 2022, Ukraine and Ukrainians did not exist on the mental map
of the vast majority of Germans (Schlogel, 2022; 38). Karl Schldgel admits that he
himself, as a specialist on Russia, became a hostage to this view, and after February 2022,
he was forced to change the optics of his research (Schiogel, 2022; 9).

3. «The War Against Ukraine. Background, Events, Consequences» by
Gwendolyn Sass is a book written in the first five months after the start of the full-scale
invasion of Ukraine. The author argues that Russia's goal is «the destruction of the
independent Ukrainian state and the Ukrainian nation», and more globally, it is a war
against «democracy and peaceful coexistence». It is important that in preparing her
research, Gwendolyn Sass used the results of international sociological surveys
conducted in Ukraine since 2014 (Sasse, 2022; 8-9).

4. «Unequal Brothers. Russians and Ukrainians from the Middle Ages to the

Present» by Andreas Kappeler also became one of the first studies by German authors

after February 2022, which attempts to differentiate between Russia and Ukraine, to
prove the neocolonial nature of the Russian-Ukrainian war (Kappeler, 2017).

5. It is noteworthy that in early March 2024, a translated book «The Showmany
by Simon Schuster was available in German bookstores. The German edition is entitled
«Before the eyes of the world» (Shuster, 2024).

Thus, the interest of German scholars in Ukrainian topics — political, sociological,
cultural, historical - is emerging and developing. It is important that today Ukraine is no
longer terra incognita for German scholars and publicists, or part of the general Russian
discourse and political world. Undoubtedly, interest in Ukraine is only emerging and has
not yet reached the same scale as interest in everything Russian in its time, so the struggle

between the Ukrainian and pro-Ukrainian view of the world continues.
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POTENTIAL ROLE OF Al IN PUBLIC DIPLOMACY
AND SHAPING NARRATIVES IN THE INFORMATION SPACE

The scope of the study is determined by the goal of improving Ukraine's image,
proactive participation in the information war in the context of the comprehensive
development of Al. The article does not address the issue of ethics, but in this study,
the responsible and ethical use of artificial intelligence, which requires careful
supervision, reliable governance structures and international cooperation to mitigate
the risks of abuse, manipulation and destabilization, is a priori determined as the
starting point for working with Al.

The writing of this article was prompted by the repeated receipt of false
information when working with Al. It is especially important that in times of war, the
information generated by Al when asked about the "situation in Ukraine" often relates
to ideological Russian narratives. This has led to reflections on the need to understand
the role of Al and proactive public diplomacy or even state information policy for the
purposeful and coordinated dissemination of pro-Ukrainian narratives on the Internet.

The contemporary international landscape is characterized by an unprecedented
flow of information, driven by the proliferation of digital technologies and the rise of
Artificial Intelligence (Al). This digital revolution has profoundly reshaped the practice
of public diplomacy, the strategic communication efforts undertaken by nation-states
to influence foreign audiences and build positive international relations. Traditionally,
public diplomacy relied on targeted messaging disseminated through controlled
channels like media broadcasts and cultural exchanges. However, the emergence of Al

necessitates a reevaluation of these methods.
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As nations seek for control of the global narrative and seek to influence public
opinion, the symbiotic relationship between Al and public diplomacy emerges as a
critical determinant of geopolitical power and influence.

It is argued that proactive public diplomacy strategies are essential for countries
to effectively manage their image and shape the global narrative in an environment
where Al plays an increasingly central role in information gathering and analysis. By
neglecting their public diplomacy efforts, countries risk allowing the information space
to be dominated by negative narratives or biased content, potentially leading to a
skewed perception by Al systems. This, in turn, can have significant ramifications for
global partnerships, trade agreements, and international relations.

The advent of the internet and social media has transformed the landscape of
public diplomacy, with digital platforms now serving as the primary channels for
nations to engage with foreign publics. Traditional modes of public diplomacy
involving cultural exchanges, broadcasting, and in-person outreach initiatives have
been supplanted by digital diplomacy efforts (Konovalova, 2023). New technologies
have often helped to manage the complexities of communicating in public diplomacy,
both when gathering and sharing information (Di Martino & Ford, 2024).

Countries are leveraging digital tools like social media, online campaigns, and
virtual engagements to shape narratives and improve their nation's image abroad. As
Corneliu Bjola and Marcus Holmes articulate in their book «Social media have become
the core infrastructure for public diplomacy» (Bjola, 2015).

That is, effective public diplomacy today should be considered in the context of
effective networking, considering the potential for access to different target groups.

Al systems like large language models are trained on vast amounts of data from
the internet and other digital sources. The information and narratives they are exposed
to during training can certainly influence the knowledge and perspectives they develop.

Generative Al produces new and increasingly accurate products and services,
answering complex questions based on access to diverse sources, operating not in a
vacuum but by following set patterns learned from data libraries (Manfredi-Sanchez &
Morales, 2024).
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None of the top Al development companies (Google, Microsoft, OpenAl)
discloses details about the data used to train the Al. But it seems that such companies
use data collected by search bots for search engines such as Google search, Microsoft
Bing, as well as data uploaded by users to other services (Google books, Youtube). Or
the LLaMa Al model presented by Meta (Facebook) can use data from posts and
comments on the social network for training. Such possible actions are evidenced by
recent lawsuits against the creators of Stability Al (Reuters, 2023) or open source
instructions for developers that include a dataset of more than 1 million tweets
(Schleiss, 2022).

The rise of Al underscores the importance of the modern information environment
and the need for credible, fact-based narratives and messaging from all parties involved
in public discourse.

That is, the formation of a dataset from social networks and web pages of various
resources forms the basis for Al training. Accordingly, when planning, implementing
and analyzing public diplomacy campaigns as a type of strategic communication aimed
at foreign societies in order to achieve national interests, it is necessary to take into
account Al as an object of work in the long term. Training Al models on relevant
information is of similar importance as media, literature (scientific, educational,
popular), music, art, video games, and other content that has an educational, often
propagandistic purpose for generations to come. Governments and state actors have a
vested interest in promoting favorable narratives and national messaging through the
content they produce and disseminate online. This content then gets ingested by Al
systems during training.

If one country or group of actors dominates the online information space with
their narratives, Al could become biased towards adopting those viewpoints. This is
why it's important for all countries to actively participate in public diplomacy efforts
online.

In this aspect, the regulation of databases for Al training in China seems
interesting. China's strategy is shaped by government policy. The Cyberspace

Administration of China (CAC) believes that Al should adhere to the "core values of
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socialism with Chinese characteristics" (Manfredi-Sanchez, 2024). These regulations
seek to control the Al industry by identifying legitimate sources, preventing the free
use of unauthorized data, platforms, or algorithms, particularly for companies offering
services to public institutions (CAC, 2023). The regulations mandate transparency and
accountability, including deleting content deemed harmful to China's political system
or strategic interests, updating algorithms, labeling generated content, and identifying
creators. Major Chinese companies like Alibaba, Baidu, and Tencent have joined this
process, collaborating with national security actors to fight disinformation.

Of course, it is difficult to introduce this type of censorship in democratic
countries, but the trends highlighted by the work of the Cyberspace Administration of
China give reason to take into account the current and potential capabilities of Al to
build the image of the country, government, and ideology

The implications of this idea for public diplomacy include the need for Al literacy
among public diplomacy practitioners. Al literacy is recognized as a set of
competencies that allow people to critically evaluate Al technologies. In particular,
scholars identify the need for public diplomacy practitioners to critically interpret data,
as well as the ability to «recognize and describe how computers reason and make
decisions» (Long &Brian, 2020). It is also important to understand the algorithms of
Al and the training of Al models to implement proactive public diplomacy, disseminate
state narratives, coordinate the work of information and communication departments,
and educate a network of public diplomats such as public figures, diaspora, media
personalities, bloggers, etc.

In summary, the role public diplomacy messaging could play in shaping Al's
knowledgebase. Countries should be actively engaged, but should also be mindful of
letting Al remain as objective as possible rather than overtly trying to align it with
particular ideological stances. Ethical public diplomacy and transparent, truthful
information sharing will be increasingly vital in the Al era. Public diplomacy is vital
for shaping the perception of a state on the global stage. In the age of Al, where
information is abundant and constantly analyzed, the messages a country puts out play

a significant role in influencing public opinion, both domestically and internationally.
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If a country does not actively engage in shaping its narrative, other nations or actors
may fill the void, potentially distorting the country's image. Al, being a tool that sifts
through vast amounts of data, can inadvertently absorb and propagate these narratives,
affecting perceptions worldwide. Therefore, effective public diplomacy is essential for
a country to control its narrative and ensure its image accurately reflects its values,

policies, and objectives.
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WAR AND PEACE DISCUSSION
IN THE CONCEPT OF DMYTRO DONTSOV

Dmytro Dontsov was a remarkable Ukrainian nationalist writer, journalist and
political thinker, whose ideas and works influenced historic and modern Ukrainian
nationalist movements and were a foundation for further developments of thoughts in
direction of Ukrainian independency and sovereignty.

When we analyze ideas of Dmytro Dontsov we need to understand that
circumstances that influenced them were difficult and, therefore, we can see that in
some cases his views are quite extreme and sharp. His life was affected by such
Important historic events such as: WW1, Revolution in russian empire, Ukrainian War
for Independence, WW?2, and others. This time was characterized by rapid rise of such
radical ideologies as communism, bolshevism, nazism, fascism which dictated the
trend of totalitarian approach to building society and a country. At the same time
democratic regimes showed themselves incapable of sustaining security, stability, and
prosperity for their nations. That is why we can see clear signs of disapproval of weak
politicians that only care about form. Dmytro Dontsov himself witnessed a similar
situation in Ukraine, when Social-Democrats were ready to speak with Lenin about
autonomy, rather than independency, after they said that the most important items
would be Ukrainian language and welfare of people.

At first site, someone can say that we see no problem with these views, and they
are generally acceptable, as main points are “taken into account” so there is a space for
compromise. This moment and his reaction let us understand Dmytro
Dontsov’s principal position that will be a key component in understanding “war and
peace” discussion in his understanding.

Pacifism and panic fear of war, changes and fighting for ideals, in his opinion,

create a state of paralysis for a nation, which will create an ideological and political
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vacuum, which will without fail will be filled with foreign elites and thoughts.
Thereafter, this “form”, which was considered the most important, will be forgotten,
destroyed, and as a result substituted, because only control of “substance” not “form”
will give you option to decide for yourself, as a nation, in future.

Dmytro Ivanovych Dontsov had his own clear idea what is right or wrong and
what is important for Ukrainian nation. His main set of ideas may be viewed like this:

« The nation is an absolute value.

« Political parties, classes must unite for the sake of a higher goal.

« The highest goal is the independence of the state.

« The end justifies the means.

« The future state should be headed by a leader, a helmsman with unlimited power.

« Socio-economic issues are secondary; most likely, the state will be agrarian, with
developed cooperation and capitalist industry.

« It is necessary to act, rejecting any political discussions

Even though they will sound extreme, once again, considering general
circumstances and conditions in which Ukraine found itself in 20" century, they make
sense and further historic events will prove his point. All the countries which were
ready for ‘“sacrifices” and “compromises” ended up having war with totalitarian
regimes that used those soft points.

Dontsov thought that there is no time for “half measures” and that they just distract
Ukrainians from reaching the “higher goal”, meaning establishment of independent,
powerful, determined nation and country. If nation is incapable of fighting and wining
its own wars, they will be fighting in wars of others, who have the power to project
their own will and ideas over them. Throughout the history it was a commonly known
way for empires to mobilize bigger number of human resources for new expansionist
wars. There are a lot of confirmations and examples that prove this statement, so
generally it is hard to disagree that it is a historic truth.

Dmytro Dontsov was a person who understood that WW2 was only a matter of
time and he understood that those nations who will not have an idea to fight for will

lose the most. Because totalitarian regimes gave sort of enthusiasm to people, even
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when it was irrational, it gave them motivation and will to expand and project their will
onto others.

On the other hand, Dmytro Dontsov underlines, that it is impossible for a nation
and an idea to exist if there is no irrational will behind it. To pursue this higher goal
some rational causes must be thrown aside, as there is always a logical reason for not
acting, which will eventually lead a nation towards extinction. In his ideological system
only those nations which can support their ideas and plans with this “irrational engine”
can be successful. By this logic, that is why Imperial Britain, Revolutionary France and
Habsburg Monarchy are successful. They had this “irrational will to rule” which was a
fuel for them in the process of reshaping the world.

To summarize, we can see that Dmytro Dontsov had quite different view on “War
and Peace” discussion that to what we are used to. But, at the same time, his ideas and
thoughts can guide Ukraine through hard times, as there is one clear conclusion:
Weather you want to achieve independence or support it or expand your ideas to the
world, one thing is constant — war. War is eternal and you cannot hide from it,
especially if you are in the epicenter of historic action. And the most important lesson
modern Ukrainians can take from Dmytro Ivanovych Dontsov that our modern war
was an inevitable consequence, resulting from a choice of Ukrainian nation which lost
both own “shape” and “substance” of our own idea and gave part of moral, ideological,
and real sovereignty to our main enemy. Nowadays, heroes of our country defend our
right and possibility to correct those mistakes, with the price of their lives. Our main

target is not to lose “substance” and “form” as we do not have a right to do it this time.
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In today's global landscape, environmental degradation resulting from armed conflict
poses a significant threat to both ecosystems and human populations. Urgent action and
international cooperation are required to address the aftermath of such conflicts and restore
environmental stability. Recent cases, such as the conflicts in Ukraine, Syria and Yemen,
highlight the pressing need for effective strategies to mitigate environmental damage
(Smith, 2023). The World Bank estimates that conflicts have caused an average annual
decline of 1.2% in global GDP growth since 1990, with environmental destruction playing
a significant role in hindering post-conflict recovery efforts (World Bank, 2022).

Previous research has underscored the importance of international cooperation in
post-conflict environmental restoration. Scholars have examined various approaches,
from traditional diplomacy to innovative technological solutions (Jones & Patel, 2022).
However, as we enter the era of artificial intelligence (Al), new opportunities for
collaboration emerge, promising novel avenues for environmental recovery.

This paper aims to explore modern and innovative pathways for international
cooperation in environmental restoration, particularly in light of advancements in Al
technology. Five key methods will be discussed, each with compelling statistics and
examples of their efficacy.

In assessing modern approaches to international cooperation in environmental
restoration post-conflict, several key methodologies have emerged as promising
solutions. These methodologies leverage advancements in technology and community
engagement to address the complex challenges of environmental degradation in

conflict-affected regions.
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1. Remote Sensing and Data Analysis: Remote sensing technologies, such as
satellite imagery, enable the monitoring and assessment of environmental damage on
a large scale. Recent studies have shown that remote sensing can detect changes in land
use and vegetation cover with up to 95% accuracy, providing valuable insights for post-
conflict restoration efforts (Wang, et al., 2024).

2. Al-driven Predictive Modeling: Al algorithms can analyze vast amounts of data
to predict environmental trends and identify areas most vulnerable to degradation. For
instance, a recent study found that Al-driven predictive models were able to forecast
deforestation rates in conflict-affected regions with an accuracy of over 80%, allowing
for targeted intervention strategies (Chen, et al., 2023).

3. Crowdsourcing Initiatives: Crowdsourcing platforms engage local
communities and stakeholders in data collection and decision-making processes. In
conflict-affected areas, crowdsourcing has proven effective in gathering information
on environmental damage and identifying priority areas for restoration. One study
reported a 300% increase in data collection efficiency through crowdsourcing
Initiatives in conflict zones (Garcia & Kim, 2023).

4. Blockchain Technology for Transparent Resource Management: Blockchain
technology ensures transparency and accountability in the management of natural
resources, reducing the risk of corruption and misallocation of funds. In post-conflict
settings, blockchain-based systems have facilitated the fair distribution of aid and
resources, with one pilot project in a conflict-affected region reporting a 50% reduction
in resource misappropriation (Garcia & Kim, 2023).

5. Virtual Reality Simulations for Stakeholder Engagement: Virtual reality (VR)
simulations provide immersive experiences that facilitate stakeholder engagement and
decision-making processes. By visualizing the potential outcomes of different restoration
strategies, VR simulations can foster consensus among diverse stakeholders and accelerate
the implementation of restoration projects. Studies have shown a 40% increase in
stakeholder participation rates with the use of VR technology (Garcia, M., & Kim, S. 2023).

Preliminary findings suggest that these modern approaches hold significant

promise in enhancing the effectiveness of environmental restoration efforts. Remote
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sensing combined with Al algorithms enables swift and accurate assessment of
ecological damage (Wang, et al., 2024). Predictive modeling aids in forecasting
environmental trends and identifying areas most in need of intervention.
Crowdsourcing platforms facilitate broader participation and information gathering
from diverse stakeholders (Chen, H., et al. 2023).

The integration of Al technology with international relations and cooperation
presents a unigque opportunity for advancing ecological restoration efforts in conflict-
affected regions like Ukraine. By leveraging Al-driven predictive modeling, remote
sensing, and data analysis, stakeholders can gain valuable insights into the extent of
environmental damage and prioritize restoration initiatives effectively. Furthermore, the
use of crowdsourcing platforms and blockchain technology can enhance transparency and
accountability in resource management, ensuring that aid and resources are allocated
equitably. Additionally, virtual reality simulations can facilitate stakeholder engagement
and consensus-building, fostering a collaborative approach to restoration efforts. By
combining these innovative technologies with diplomatic efforts, Ukraine and other
conflict-affected regions can achieve more sustainable and impactful outcomes in
restoring ecosystems and promoting long-term peace and stability.

The integration of Al-driven technologies with traditional diplomatic efforts
presents a compelling opportunity to advance international cooperation in
environmental restoration post-conflict. By harnessing these innovative approaches,
stakeholders can work together more effectively to address the environmental

consequences of armed conflict and pave the way for sustainable recovery.

Cnncoxk BUKOPUCTAHUX JIZKepeJT
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UKRAINIAN CIVIL SOCIETY FIGHTS
FOR THE DEMOCRATIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE STATE

Ukrainian civil society demonstrated resilience and capacity during a full-scale
invasion. In 2022, a powerful mobilization of civil society organizations took place,
which made it possible to cover many needs that the state could not provide on its own.
Ukrainian civil society became an unexpected secret weapon in a full-scale invasion.
Public initiatives were created and, further formed networks for cooperation with state
authorities and local governments. At the time of the full-scale invasion, Ukrainian
society had the experience of revolutions, the understanding that we are capable of
defeating authoritarian despotic regimes, that we can achieve success. And all this is
thanks, first of all, to cohesion. The Revolution of Dignity proved, first of all, to
ourselves that we can influence the formation of state institutions.

If there is no state, there is no civil society. In the temporarily occupied territories,
where the occupying country has destroyed state institutions, there is no civil society.
The state is necessary for the formation and development of civil society, in turn, civil
society is necessary for the creation of a democratic state.

The basis of the capacity of Ukrainian civil society, which was clearly manifested

in the first year of the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine, begins in 2014. Society
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is already hardened by the war that began in February 2014, with the occupation of
Crimea. In 2014, public initiatives appeared that responded to new challenges and were
being improved all these years. This experience helped Ukraine in 2022.

Civil society is professionals who are able to cooperate with state institutions and
sometimes even replace them. From the first days of the full-scale invasion, public
initiatives and organizations were involved in solving problems, began to perform new
functions, managed to effectively operate multimillion-dollar budgets, and in
cooperation with the authorities managed to create many humanitarian initiatives. Civil
society has become a very important player today and saves the country in those
situations where there is a special challenge. Ukraine has unprecedented cases of
interaction between ministries and public organizations to work out certain solutions.
A vivid example: the spring of 2022, the close interaction of relevant ministries with
public organizations in the direction of European integration.

Despite the fact that the full-scale war in Ukraine continues for the third year, civil
society is developing. There is effective cooperation between civil society, business
and the state. According to the results of the study «CSO Barometer 2022 or How the
war mobilized the civil society of Ukraine», positive changes took place that made it

possible to adapt legislation and practice to the realities and needs of the state of war:

highest marks lowest marks
freedom of association - 5.6 state aid - 4.3
equal treatment - 5.3 right to privacy - 4.1

cooperation between the state and NGOs - 5.2 | the state's duty to protect - 3.8

Before the full-scale invasion, civil society in Ukraine was already effective, and
after February 24, its role and capabilities even increased. During the war, Ukrainian

civil society played a special role. According to the results of the study «Civil society
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of Ukraine in conditions of war — 2022, at least 80% of public organizations continued
their activities despite forced migration and many other problems (ISAR Yednannia,
2023).

Against the odds, civil society has demonstrated flexibility, commitment and
resilience. Many organizations have reoriented and adapted their activities and provide
solutions to urgent issues. The interaction between the state and civil society during a
full-scale invasion is a good example of how this interaction can continue in the
transformation processes of a country. In the future, Ukrainian civil society will be
equally capable of influencing various spheres of life at the local and national levels.
Such interaction will allow us to build an institutionally mature state, honed by public
criticism, which has already begun to change the rules of the game in the world. After
all, this war is not only for the territorial integrity of Ukraine, but also for the choice
made by the Ukrainian people — in favor of democratic development and an open

society.
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FUTURE OF DEMOCRATIC WORLD
ORDER UNDER MILITARY THREAT

Contemporary Russia-Ukrainian War is a struggle for democracy and freedom
against the authoritarian regime. That’s why military and financial assistance of European
democratic countries crucially important to whole world and it changes the World order.

It underlines the actuality of deepening research on forecasting further socio-
political transformations in the face of global challenges and threats, evolution and
modern features of international relations, international security and international law
in the context of the need to respond to military trends, exchange of experience in anti-
crisis management, analysis of prospects for the enlargement of European Union and
democratization of Eastern European countries.

The aim of this thesis is to analyze the prospects of democratic transition in
Ukraine and its influence on other regions.

The previos researches (Haponenko & Rykhlic, 56) conclude that democracy in
Ukraine will win because of the cohesion about core values, the agreement on basic
national values, the unity of the people, the high civic activity, high level of political
consciousness which is a strong base for democracy.

Of corse in Ukraine repelling the military threat is a powerful integrating factor
for people. As modern Ukrainian history shows, fluctuation between authoritarianism
and democracy has occurred during the period of independence.

That is, balancing towards democracy occurs as a result of mass protest actions.
Authoritarian policy legitimizes itself due to the relative stabilization of the socio-
economic situation. In contrast, democratic transformations were often hindered by the
objective deterioration of the economic situation as a result of the ‘post-revolutionary

devastation’, embezzlement and artificial state budget deficit created by the previous
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government, which always justified unsuccessful reformers. So the power of civil
society seems to save democratic direction of transformation again.

At the same time long duration of warfare with many victims and losses is still a great
threat to democracy because it changes the attitudes to war inside and outside of Ukraine.
This is the reason to compare the results of the polls and find out more tendencies.

Citizens of Ukraine support army forces more than ever and more than any other
state service during its whole history. This means that Ukrainians’ main goal is victory

and peace.

At the same time, the polls show a great decrease in army mobilization’s desire.
Only a 35% of people ready to be mobilized because of threat to their lives, safety and

uncertainty. It proves uneffective state policy in this field.

Fortunatly citizens of Ukraine still demonstrate a high level of civic and social
activity. There are a great amount of people, who help by charity or in-kind activities.

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So Ukrainian political system shows a high level of resistance, especially in the
civil sector. The raising of the civil and political activity, the participation in public
affairs, integration of national ideas are the factors of successful democratization.
Thanks for Ukrainian perspectives of membership in EU, domestic experience can
inspire other countries to promote democratic reforms.

At the same time without external support Ukraine government will have
more challenges in military and socio-economic area which would be a great threat
for democracy not only in Ukraine. It will be a case for authoritarian regimes to
unpunished aggression and provoke new sources of instability. As a result, more
countries will faced with raising the populism, political polarization and radical

ideas.
